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Congratulations to former student David Liti for placing 5™ at the
Tokyo Olympics in the +109kg weightlifting category, achieving
a new personal best in the clean and jerk of 236kg, with a 178kg
lift in the snatch, to post an overall weight of 414kg. We are all
very proud of him.
