Senior Examinations NZ @ A

It has been a very busy start to term four with
senior students focussed on their last few weeks of
classes prior to the upcoming NCEA examinations
which start on 10 November. All students should
ensure that they make the most of every possible
opportunity between now and when they finish
classes in three weeks’ time.
