Dear Parents and Caregivers
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I would like to extend a warm welcome to our new and returning students and staff. It has been wonderful
seeing familiar faces and meeting our new Year 9 students. Last Wednesday a powhiri, welcoming our new
students was held outside. Although we were unable to permit parents and caregivers to attend due to the
current alert level, it was still a wonderful first day for our new students. I found myself watching the Year
9 students as they nervously and excitedly spent their first hours in the school that will be an extension of
their whanau for the next five years, and not for the first time, | felt honoured that we have been entrusted
to be the guiding hand for these stages of your child’s development and learning.
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The year has already started very well with the release of our NCEA achievement results for 2021 — which
were excellent, considering the disruptions to the school year due to covid. These results emphasise the high-
quality teaching and learning taking place at the college. Student achievement was well above national
averages in all NCEA levels:

One Tree Hill College National Mean
NCEA Level 1 76% 68%
NCEA Level 2 83% 77%
NCEA Level 3 84% 69%

As we have done in previous years, we will continue to place significant emphasis on our ‘Attitudes to
Learning’ which are fundamental to student success and are detailed in this newsletter. Two of these attitudes
which we have stressed this week have been ensuring all students are on time to school (8:40am for an 8.45am start to lessons,)
and in the correct uniform.
