¢ Mobile phones, headphones, and airpods — are not to be seen or used inside any building, otherwise they
will be confiscated.

e Laptops - all students are required to bring their laptop with them to school. Laptops are an important learning
tool in classes. Laptops should be fully charged every night in readiness for the following day. Mobile phones
are not acceptable learning devices.
