Frequently Asked Questions
What is Champion of One Tree Hill?
It is a 4/8km fun walk/run around Cornwall Park and the summit of One Tree Hill that the wider community can participate in. 

Who is running Champion of One Tree Hill?
Students from the Junior Leadership Programme (Year 9 &10) and the Mentorship Programme (Year 11) are organising this event with guidance from teachers at One Tree Hill College, Mrs McKnight and Mr Williams.

How long is the track?
Participants can register as either runners or walkers. Runners are required to run a circuit that goes around Cornwall Park and the summit of One Tree Hill twice (8km). Walkers are walking the same circuit as the runners however they are only required to do this circuit once. 

Will we get a map of the track?
A map is up on our website and we will also be sending out welcome packs to all registered participants which will include a map of the track. 

What is the purpose of this event?
This event is being organised in order to raise funds so that outdoor equipment can be bought for students attending One Tree Hill College who participate in the Duke of Edinburgh Hillary Award Programme. The costs associated with this programme is not always easily accessible for students in a low decile school so by raising funds to support these students, they will be able to access and enjoy the NZ outdoors.

Is there an age requirement for this event and if so are their price changes for different ages?
Anybody can attend this event regardless of the age; however, parents are responsible for looking after their own kids. The price for every participant is $20.

How long is this event?
The event starts at 10am and should finish no later than 12pm.


Where is the start and finish line of this event?
The event starts and finishes in the grassed area of the Stardome Observatory.

Is there designated car parking for the event?
Unfortunately we do not have control of the park so participants will have to find their own parking.

Will the event be postponed/cancelled if it is raining?
No, regardless of whether is it raining the event will still go on and no refunds will be available
Is this a social or competitive event?
Both, although this is called a fun run/walk, there are spot prizes and a prize for the first runner and walker.

So if you believe you have what it takes then don’t be afraid to go all out. However, it is also a great opportunity to take a walk with the family whilst supporting a good cause.
